Topic: Inversion
Time of lesson: 50 minutes
Type of lesson: lesson of fixation of knowledge and of developing skills and abilities

 Lesson Aims: 
               ▪ to encourage conversation and develop fluency 

               ▪ to create interest in the topic of the lesson
               ▪ to introduce and explain the inversions
▪ to practise  inversions
Skills involved: speaking, listening, writing, reading 

Methods and proceedings: conversation, explanation, group-work, individual work
Materials: board, worksheets, CDs, overhead projector, textbook, coloured markers, video 
ACTIVITY 1: Warm-up
Aim: ▪ to encourage conversation and develop fluency

Procedure: Chatting in English at the beginning of the lesson, teacher creates an English language atmosphere, establishing contact between her and the students and helps them to feel relaxed (T. asks Ss. how they feel and if they are in a good mood for the lesson).
Teacher checks the attendance and students’ homework. Students read their homework. If necessary, teacher corrects their answers.
Interaction: T-Ss, S-S
Timing: 5 minutes

ACTIVITY 2: Lead-in         
Aim: ▪ to create interest in the topic of inversion
 Procedure: 
 Teacher asks students questions such as:
· Does your mobile have apps? Which is your favourite?

· If you could create an app for your mobile, what would it be?
Students discuss these questions. Teacher gets some feedback from Ss and in order to introduce inversions asks them to watch some snippets from  The Big Bang Theory TV series, in which Leonard and his friends build a phone app. Teacher asks some questions such as:

· What kind of app are they trying to create?
· Why is Seldon banned from the group?

Teacher checks Ss’ answers. Ss are asked to watch again the video and pay attention to Leonard inversion.

”Not only can you store your favourite equations, but you can forward them to your friends”

Teacher elicits from students how different this sentence is in terms of word order and emphasis. 
Interaction: T-Ss.

Timing: 5 minutes 
ACTIVITY 3: Presentation
Aim: to introduce and explain the inversions
Procedure: Teacher introduces other adverbs/ adverbials that are used to make this type of inversion, using the coursebook. Teacher uses ex. 33, page 84 from the coursebook to present/ revise inversion. Teacher goes through sentences one by one with the whole class, eliciting answers and the rules that govern inversion inductively. Teacher points out that sentence 2 does not need inversion. Inversion could only be used (after ”nor”) if the verb ”go” were repeated but that would make the sentence sound very unnatural. Teacher asks Ss to go to Grammar Reference Section at page 267 for more examples and explanations.
There are two ways to invert the subject and the verb:
1. be/have/modal/auxiliary verb+ subject+main verb
It is used in the following case:

· in questions

· after the following words and expressions, when they come at the beginning of a sentence: Seldom, Rarely, Nowhere (else), Never (before), Not (even) once, On no account, Only by, Only in this way, Only then, Hardly (ever).....when, No sooner.....than, Not only......but, In no way, In/ Under no circumstances, Not since.

· with so, neither, nor as to express agreement. ”I love going on long walks. So do I”
· with should, were, had when they come at the beginning of an if-clause instead of if.
2. Main verb+subject

   It is used in the following cases:
· After the verbs of movement or adverbial expressions of place when they come at the beginning of a sentence. Outside the house was a small garden.
If the subject is a pronoun, there is no inversion. Here she comes NOT Here comes she.

· In direct speech when the subject of the introductory verb is a noun.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., S-Ss. IW.
Timing: 18 minutes

ACTIVITY 4: Practice
Aim: to pactise the inversions
Procedure: After introducing the rules, teacher asks students to solve exercise 34, page 84 individually and then they check it together. After that teacher gives Ss a worksheet with 5 more exercises in which they have to practise the inversion. Teacher also inform Ss that three exercises are compulsory for everybody and the next two are for those who finish their task faster. Teacher checks the three compulsory exercises and asks for the worksheets of those who have managed to finish all five exercises to check their answers later.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., S-Ss. IW.
Timing: 10 minutes

ACTIVITY 5: Production
Aim: to practise the inversions
Procedure: To practise inversions in everyday English teacher gives Ss a topic about their favourite city. Teacher split the class into three groups and asks them to choose a city and give reasons why they like that particular place, how many times they have been there, what people can do there and so on. Teacher asks Ss to use inversions to write and talk about the city as in the example:
      Never before had I seen such great sights.

      Not only are there great shops in London but also some of the best museums in the world.

Teacher gives each group a flipchart sheet of paper and asks them to choose a leader who is going to present the city they have chosen in front of the class. The three flipchart sheets of paper are going to be displayed on the board so that all the Ss can see them and the inversions are going to be underlined.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., GW.
Timing:  10 minutes

Feedback:  In order to have feedback of the whole lesson, Ss are asked to raise their hand if they liked it.
Teacher announces the homework: Ss are asked to write a narrative composition that ends with the sentence:

 ................................Only then did I realize that I was one of the luckiest person in the world.
Timing: 2 minutes
